Installation Instructions

Mounting the speakers up high and angled down slightly can improve the sound coverage.
Mounting the speakers on a solid surface can increase the bass. Although the speakers
are weatherproof, protecting them from the elements will extend their useful life.

The supplied U-brackets are designed for a load of no more than 5kg.  Mounting the
brackets on solid wood or masonry is advisable.  Select wall anchors or screws that are
appropriate for the desired mounting surface and speaker weight. Use two screw anchors
for each U-bracket assembly. Use stainless steel screws for outdoor locations.

When using the key hole cutouts on the brackets, you must use screws and make sure that
the screws are tightened to hold the bracket firmly in place.

Installing the U-Bracket

CAUTION
Do not use any tools to tighten the retaining
pieces. Finger tighten only.

keyhole
cut out

Mark the mounting hole locations and install
the anchoring hardware as required.

Pass the speaker wire through the hole in the
centre of the U-bracket before attaching the
U-bracket to the wall.

Fasten the U-bracket securely to the mounting
surface with screw type fasteners. Do not use
nails. If you are using the keyhole cut outs, make
sure that the screws are tightened so that the
U-bracket cannot move.

Use stainless steel mounting screws in outdoor
locations.

Make sure you have both retaining pieces ready
when installing the enclosure in the U-bracket. To
prevent damage to the enclosure or wires, do not
leave the enclosure unattended in the U-bracket
until you have secured both ends.

Install the top retaining piece. Screw the threaded
part into the enclosure. Then install the retaining
piece at the bottom. Make sure that the enclosure
and the U-bracket are held firmly on the mounting
surface. If the unit is loose, make adjustments to
the mounting hardware.

After installation is done, you will tighten the
retaining pieces to lock the enclosures and keep
them from moving. 



Alternative Mounting Method

Installation Instructions

Connecting the Speaker Wires
The screw type binding posts are located at the
back of the speaker enclosures. Before hooking
up the wires, remove approximately 10mm of
insulation. 

It is important to hook up the speaker wires
from the amplifier with the correct polarity.

Connect the positive (+) speaker wire to the
red (positive) terminal at the back of the speaker
enclosure.
Connect the negative (-) speaker wire to the
black (negative) terminal at the back of the
speaker enclosure.

Allow enough speaker wire between the two
terminals and the U-bracket to adjust the
position of the speaker.  Using silicon rubber,
fill in the space around the wires at the U-bracket.

If the supplied U-brackets do not meet your needs for
the angle and direction of the enclosure, an alternate
mounting bracket is available.

Make certain that the mounting system you use is
securely fastened to a solid surface.
